A short drive today through majestic mountain passes into Yoho National Park. The word Yoho is the Cree word expressing

awe. This 1313 sq. km national park is filled with gem-coloured glacial lakes and waterfalls, snow-covered peaks and dense

forests of western red cedar and western hemlock. Historic railroads, spiral tunnels within mountain sides and steep rock

faces where mountain goats roam are just some of the sights to be seen.
