Highlights

From Catania, travel to Syracuse, a city on the Ionian coast. Visit its ancient ruins including the “Neapolis”. Depart to the hilltop city of Ragusa to

explore its stunning Baroque palaces and churches. Continue to Piazza Armerina and explore Villa Romana del Casale, a lavish villa featuring

one of the largest collections of Roman mosaics in the world and a UNESCO World Heritage Site. Leave for Agrigento, a hilltop city renowned for

the magnificent Valley of the Temples.

Proceed to a typical farmhouse  producing olive oil for an oil tasting and a delicious lunch before reaching Palermo, the capital of Sicily. Explore

its historical centre including the sprawling Palermo Cathedral, the Palace of the Normans and Teatro Massimo and stop to admire the moorish

Cathedral of Monreale. Depart to Cefalu, a charming coastal town known for its Arab-Norman cathedral and sandy beaches. Head to Taormina, a

hilltop town located on the east coast of Sicily. Explore its main attractions including the ancient Greek-Roman theatre, Duomo di San Nicola and

Odeeon. End of the service is at Catania Airport.

Continue to the island of Ortigia, the small baroque old city

centre of Siracusa; visit of the Cathedral, which is built upon the site of the Temple of Minerva, the legendary Arethuse

Fountain and the Temple of Apollo, then lunch on your own. In the afternoon transfer to Ragusa .  Accommodation in your

hotel in Ragusa to relax and have dinner.

After buffet breakfast, depart to Piazza Armerina  to visit the worldwide known Villa Romana del Casale, declared a UNESCO

World Heritage Site, thanks to its well preserved mosaics depicting mythological themes and hunting scenes. Lunch in a

local restaurant with a special menu chosen to give the opportunity to taste the local specialities. Departure to Agrigento, a

hillside town famous for its magnificent Valley of the Temples, a UNESCO World Heritage Site; guided tour of  the Valley,

including the Temple of Concordia, which is in almost perfectly preserved condition, Juno and Heracles. Enjoy dinner at your

own expense.

After buffet breakfast, depart to Selinunte  the largest archaeological park in Europe, an area of 270 hectares with over

2.500 years of history written on it. It is still a very suggestive visit as it allows you to see Temple E, that in the best state of

conservation of the entire archaeological area, and Temple G, what was the largest in all Hellenic archaeology. After the visit

we proceed to a typical farmhouse  producing olive oil for an oil tasting and a delicious lunch.

After lunch, we proceed in direction of Palermo, the capital of Sicily. At the arrival, visit M onreale , situated on a hill at few

kms away from Palermo in a panoramic position; the Cathedral, one of the most beautiful monuments of the world with its

Moorish architecture, housing very fine mosaics representing a complete cycle of the Old and New Testaments, and the

Benedictine Cloister in Arab-Norman style.

Then, the rest of the day is at your leisure.

Heritage Site by UNESCO. The tour will then continue with a visit inside the Artisan chocolate workshop; there you will have the chance to
