Lunch is served in two

sittings, with guests able to enjoy a leisurely meal either in the first or second seating. Following lunch, an exciting off-the-

train excursion (weather permitting) takes guests to the Open Mine Museum, where they explore historical sites and walk

along an enclosed ramp overlooking the Big Hole. Afterward, guests return to Kimberley Station for a glass of sherry, a

special keepsake engraved with The Blue Train logo. High Tea is then served in the Non-Smoking Lounge Car before the

train departs for Pretoria. As the journey continues, guests can enjoy aperitifs in the lounges, followed by a formal dinner in

two sittings, with post-dinner drinks and Cuban cigars available in the Club Car.
