Enjoy lunch on board before alighting with

your guide to visit Châteauneuf du Pape, summer residence of the Avignon popes, but equally famous for its stunning

wines. Visit a private winery and taste their prestigious reds. This evening, relax over dinner on board.

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Viviers La Voulte-sur-Rhône
