Peñíscola, where we can see the film locations of "El Cid" and "Game of Thrones.

We will then continue to Valencia, where we will taste  a typical "horchata" (tiger milk) and have the opportunity to

explore the city, one of the main capitals of the Mediterranean coast with its modern Arts and Sciences Architectural

Complex integrated by six elements: Hemispheric, Umbracle, Science Museum, Oceanographic, Palau de les Arts and Ágora.

Explore the old town and the exterior of the most avant-garde complex: Ciudad de las Artes y las Ciencias.

Overnight stay in Barcelona at Exe Rey Don Jaime Hote l or similar.

After breakfast, we continue towards Andalusia to reach Granada. This city, located at the foot of Sierra Nevada, between

the Darro and Genil rivers, is one of the jewels of Andalusia.

We will have the chance to learn how to dance  flamenco before attending a dinner with a flamenco show in one of the

most typical venues in Granada. After dinner, we invite you to take the opportunity to enjoy the wonderful views of Granada

from one of the city's viewpoints.
